The Remnant Chosen By Grace

Romans 11

Key vs. 11:5 "So too, at the present time there is a remnant chosen by grace.” 

1. Read vs. 1-5.  Though Israel rejected God’s message, how does Paul explain that God did not reject his people? (1, 2-4)  What does it mean that God reserved 7,000 for himself?  How does God carry out his own salvation work in ech generation? (5)     

2. Read vs. 6-10.  What does it mean that the remnant is chosen by grace? (6) Who obtains such grace? (7)  What happened to those who sought his grace by works? (8-10)  Why did their privilege become a stumbling block?

3. Read vs. 11-15. How does Paul explain that Israel’s transgression brought riches for the world and so the remnant of Israel will be recovered? (11,12)  How does he make use of his ministry to bring life to them? (14,15)    

4. Read vs. 16-24.  How does Paul explain that Gentiles were grafted in and share the nourishing sap from the olive root? (16,17)  Who are the live root?  What should be the attitude of the Gentiles? (18,20,22)  How does Paul conclude that Israel did not stumble beyond recovery?  

5. Read vs. 25-36. What mystery does Paul share with us? (25, Lk 21:25)  Who of Israel has experienced a hardening? Who will be saved by faith? (26)  Why do the majority of Israel become enemies while the remnant become loved? (28,29, 9:12)  How does God dispense his mercy to the disobedient? (30-32)  Think about the depth of God’s wisdom.
