Offer Your Bodies As Living Sacrifices

Romans 12

Key vs. 12:1 "Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God – this is your spiritual act of worship.” 

1. Read vs. 1.  What does Paul urge the believers to do?  Why?  What does it mean to  offer your bodies as living sacrifices?  Think about the animals on the altar of sacrifice. Why is it a spiritual act of worship?  

2. Read vs. 2.  How can we offer our bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God?  What is the pattern of this world? (1Jn 2:15)  How can we renew our minds to live  transformed lives? (Jn 17:17, Eph 4:22-24)  How can we know that God’s will is always good and perfect? 

3. Read vs. 3-8.  How should we think of oursleves among the body of believers? (3)  How does Paul illustrate the roles and functions of each member? (4)  Why does God give each member different gifts? How should we use the gifts to edify the body? (7,8)

4. Read vs. 9-13. How can we maintain sincere love among the believers? (9)  Why should we devote to one another in brotherly love? (10)  How can we serve the Lord fervently? (11)  What else does Paul encourage us to do? (12,13)  Why? 

5. Read vs. 14-21.  How should we treat those who persecute us? (14,17a)  How can we show our love for the unbelievers? (15) Why should we do what is right and live in peace with others? (16-18)  How can we overcome evil with good? (19-21)
