Rom 13

Key vs. 13:1 “Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have been established by God.”

1. Read vs. 1-6. What is the basis Paul mentions that we must submit to the governing authorities? (1, Dan 4:17)  Why does God establish them? (6, 1Tim 2:2)  In what sense are they God’s servants? (4)  How should we obey the law? (3b, 5b)  

2. Read vs. 7. Why should we pay taxes or revenue to the government? (Mk 12:17)  In want sense do we owe taxes to the governing authorities? What is the principle we should apply in dealing with the governing authorities? (8a, 1Tim 2:1,2) 

3. Read vs. 8-10. Why does Paul say that we should continue to love one another?  To whom do we owe our love?  If we love fellowman, why do we fulfill the law? (Mk 12:31)

4. Read vs. 11-12.  How does Paul understand the present time? What can we learn about Paul’s attitude toward the coming of Jesus again? How does he admonish the believers?  How can we live in such readiness?

5. Read vs. 13-14. What are the deeds of darkness we should put aside? (13, Gal 5:19)  What are the armors of light we should put on to fight the spiritual battle? (Eph 6:11) How can we behave decently as in the daytime? (14, Gal 5:16,22)
