Accept Him Whose Faith Is Weak 
Romans 14

Key vs. 14:1 “Accept him whose faith is weak, without passing judgment on disputable matters.”

1. Read vs. 1-4. How should we accept him whose faith is weak? (1)  The word of God teaches that we can eat everything. (14a, 1Tim 4:3,4)  Why do you think some believers think we should eat only vegetables?  How should we accept each other? (3)  What is the reason we should accept each other? (3b,4)

2. Read vs. 5-12. Why do you think that one man regards one day as special (e.g. Sabbath day, passion week) while another man considers every day alike? (5) Think about their cultural or historical background. Why should we accept each other? (6,8)  Why should we not pass judgment? (12)  

3. Read vs. 13-16.  How should we act before him whose faith is weak though we  know the Biblical truth indicates otherwise? (14,15, 1Cor 8:7,8)  How may we destroy our brother for whom Christ died?  Should we live by knowledge or love?

4. Read vs. 17-18. What is more important than winning the disputable matters? (17)  Think about the meaning of righteousness, peace and joy.  How can we practice the life in the kingdom of God? 

5. Read vs. 19-23. What should be our goal in handling disputable matters? (19)  How can we practically edify others? (20,21) How can we keep these matters between God and ourselves and act from personal faith? (22,23)
