The Priestly Duty of Proclaiming The Gospel 
Romans 15

Key vs. 15:16 “to be a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles with the priestly duty of proclaiming the gospel of God, so that the Gentiles might become an offering acceptable to God, sanctified by the Holy Spirit.”

1. Read vs. 1-6. With what attitude should we bear with the failings of  the weak brother? (1,2) How is Christ an example? (3)  How does the Scripture give us encouragment and endurance we need? (4)  How can we achieve a spirit of unity among brothers to glorify God? (5,6) 

2. Read vs. 7-13.  How can we accept one another? (7) Think how Christ accepted us and how he served the Jews and the Gentiles to bring praise to God? (8,9)  How can God of hope help us build up one another? (13)

3. Read vs. 14-16.  How does Paul commend the brothers in Rome? (14)  How does he view his ministry? (15b)  How did he carry out his duty? (16) Think about how a priest performs his daily duty, and prepares offering acceptable to God. 

4. Read vs. 17-22.  How did Christ accomplish his work through Paul among the Gentiles? (19)  What was Paul’s ambition in carrying out his ministry? (20)  What was his future plan for his ministry? (24) 

5. Read vs. 23-33.  Why was Paul on the way to Jerusalem? (25)  How did the Gentile churches make contribution to support the Jerusalem church? (26,27, 2Cor 8:2,3)  How does Paul view their love offering? (27)  Why is it that Paul considers this task so necessary to accomplish despite the risk of his life? (31, Acts 20:22-24)
